plan that will add new space
and revamp its existing facili-
ties.

MAST Construction Ser-
vices, Inc. has been named pro-
gram manager for the project,
which includes the construc-
tion of a new 40,000 s/f Admin-
istration Building, 75,000 s/f
Culinary School and an 85,000
s/f Academic Building, which
will serve as an expansion of
HCCC’s North Campus.

According to MAST Con-
struction president Ted
Domuracki, “These new facili-
ties will accommodate the
school’s rapidly growing stu-
dent population, as well as al-
low for additional enrollments
in the near future. We're de-
lighted to be part of this project
that will so positively impact
the Jersey City community and
its surrounding neighbor-

hoods.”

As part of the program man-
agement, MAST will conduct
feasibility studies with on call
architects for the purchase of
land and existing buildings ac-
quisitions, develop an overall
program schedule, develop
project budgets for College
Board approval, and identify
with on call engineers any en-
vironmental concerns. The firm

will also work closely with the
architects to develop the cam-
pus’ new identity and coordi-
nating signage program. A
capital improvements/deferred
maintenance program will also
be created.

DiCara Rubinoe, Rivardo
Schnitzer Capazzi, Clarke Can-
ton Hintz and Highland Asso-
ciates will serve as the archi-
tectural team for the project. m
